Section 1 — Commitments of the Principal/ Employer.

(1) The Principal commits itself to take measuresessary to prevent corruption and to observe
the following principles:

information contained or transmitted electronically

d. The Bidder(s)/Contractor(s) of foreign origiha#f disclose the name and address of the
Agents/representatives in India, if any. Similartize Bidder(s)/Contractor(s) of Indian
Nationality shall furnish the name and addressefforeign principles, if any. Further details as
mentioned in the “Guidelines on Indian Agents ofdign Suppliers” shall be disclosed by the
Bidder(s)/Contractor(s). Further, as mentionedhim Guidelines, all the payments made to the
Indian agent/representative have to be in IndiapeRa only. Copy of the “Guidelines on Indian
Agents of Foreign Suppliers” is annexed and madsednnex-A.

e. The Bidder(s)/Contractor(s) will when presegtinis bid, disclose any and all payments he has
made, is committed to or intends to make to agdmiskers or any other intermediaries in
connection with the award of the contract.

(2). The Bidder(s)/Contractor(s) will not instigathird persons to commit offences outlined above
or be an accessory to such offences.

Section-3-Disqualification from tender process anéxclusion from future contracts

If the Bidder(s)/Contractor(s) before award or dgrexecution has committed a transgression through
a violation of Section 2 above, or in any othemfosuch as to put his reliability or credibility in
guestion, the Principal is entitled to disqualife tBidder(s)/Contractor(s) from the tender proeess
take action as considered appropriate.

Section 4-Compensation for damages

(1) If the Principal has disqualified the Bidd@rif®m the tender process prior to the award agngrd
to Section 3, the Principal is entitled to demand eecover the damages equivalent to Earnest
Money Deposit/Bid Security.

(2) If the Principal has terminated the contraxosding to Section 3 or if the Principal is emitlto
terminate the contract according to Section 3, Rhiacipal shall be entitled to demand and

recover from the Contractor liquidated damagesefdontract value or the amount equivalent to
Performance Bank Guarantee.
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Section 5-Previous transgression

(1) The Bidder declares that no previous transgressoccurred in the last 3 years from the date of
signing the Integrity pact with any other Compamy any country conforming to the anti
corruption approach or with any other Public Sediodertaking / Enterprise in India, Major
Ports/ Govt. Departments of India that could jyshifs exclusion from the tender process.

(2) If the Bidder makes incorrect statement on #ubject, he can be disqualified from the tender
process or action can be taken as considered ajgisop

Section 6- Equal treatment of all Bidders/Contractos/Sub-Contractors

(1) The Bidder(s)/Contractor(s) undertake(s) to a@ednfrom all subcontractors a commitment in
conformity with this Integrity Pact, and to subiito the Principal before contract signing.

(2) The Principal, will enter into agreements widlentical conditions as this one with all Bidders,
Contractors and Sub-contractors.

(3) The Principal will disqualify from the tendergeess all bidders who do not sign this Pact or
violate its provisions.

Section 7- Other Legal actions against violating Bider(s)/ Contractor(s)/ Sub Contractor(s)

The actions stipulated in this Integrity pact anéhaut prejudice to any other legal action that may
follow in accordance with provisions of the extdatv in force relating to any civil or criminal
proceedings. .

Section 8 — Role of Independent External Monitor(I1B):

(a) The task of the Monitors shall be to reviewependently and objectively, whether and to what
extent the parties comply with the obligations urtties pact.

(b) The Monitors shall not be subject to instruatidoy the representatives of the parties and shall
perform their functions neutrally and independently

(c) Both the parties accept that the Monitors Hireeright to access all the documents relatindn¢o t
contract.

(d) As soon as the Monitor notices, or has reasdrelieve, a violation of this pact, he will sodnfn
the authority designated by the Principal and theefQVigilance Officer of Kolkata Prot Trust.

(e) The BIDDER/ CONTRACTOR(s) accepts that the Manihas the right to access without
restriction to all contract documentation of thelR&RIPAL including that provided by the BIDDER/
CONTRACTOR. The BIDDER/ CONTRACTOR will also grathite Monitor, upon his request and
demonstration of a valid interest, unrestricted andonditional access to his contract documentation
if any. The same is applicable to sub-contractbin® Monitor shall be under contractual obligation t
treat the information and documents of the Biddent€actor/ Sub-contractor(s) with confidentiality.

(f) The Principal/ Employer will provide to the Mibor sufficient information about all meetings
among the parties related to the contract provisech meetings could have an impact on the
contractual relations between the Principal andGbatractor. The parties offer to the Monitor, the
option to participate in such meetings.

(g) The Monitor will submit a written report to tlesignated Authority of Principal/ Employer/ Chief
Vigilance Officer of Kolkata Port Trust within 8 ttO weeks from the date of reference or intimation
to him by the Principal/ Employer/ Bidder/ Contimcand should the occasion arise, submit proposals
for correcting problematic situation.

Beyond this, the Monitor has gbtrio demand from the parties that they act in a
specific manner, refrain from action or toleratéac

IPC/PCA, and the Principal/ Employer has not, wittéasonable time, taken visible action to proceed
against such offence or reported to the Chief ®igie Officer, the Monitor may also transmit this
information directly to the Central Vigilance Consgsioner, Government of India.

Section 9 — Facilitation of Investigation:

In case of any allegation of violation of any pighs of this Pact or payment of commission, the
PRINCIPAL/EMPLOYER or its agencies shall be entitte examine all the documents including the
Books of Accounts of the BIDDER/CONTRACTORS and tBEDDER/CONTRACTOR shall
provide necessary information and documeént&nglish and shall extend all possible help for the
purpose of such examination.

Section 10 — Pact Duration:

The pact beings with when both parties have legsithped it and will extend upto 2 years or the
complete execution of the contract including watyameriod whichever is later. In case
bidder/contractor is unsuccessful this IntegrityctPshall expire after 6 months from the date of
signing of the contract.

If any claim is made/lodged during this time, treane shall be binding and continue to be valid
despite the lapse of this pact as specified abonmkess it is discharged/determined by Chairman,
KoPT.

Section 11 — Other Provisions:

(1) This agreement is subject to Indian Law. Plaicperformance and jurisdiction is the Registered
Office of the Principal in Kolkata.

(2) Changes and supplements as well as terminatitoes need to be made in writing in English.

(3) If the Contractor is a partnership or a conaonf this agreement must be signed by all partoers
consortium members.

(4) Should one or several provisions of this agesnturn out to be invalid, the reminder of this
agreement remains valid. In this case, the pawifisstrive to come to an agreement to their
original intentions.
