In case of any dispute, question or difference either during the execution of the work or any other time as to
any matter or thing connected with or arising out of this Contract, the decision of the Engineer shall be final
and binding.

Work Site: The Work site is located at the premises of Head Office of Kolkata Port Trust Office at 15 ,
Strand Road , Kolkata - 700001.
